(3) Interpleaders claim specific interests related to the subject of the instant action(s):  cf. Relator’s 3 x Qui Tam Complaints and PROOF OF SERVICE infra;

(4) Interpleaders are so situated that disposing of the instant action in their absence may, as a practical matter, impair or impede their ability to protect those interests;  and,
(5) Interpleaders are so situated that disposing of the instant action in their absence may leave an existing Party subject to a substantial risk of incurring double, multiple, or otherwise inconsistent obligations because of said interests.

Pursuant to FRCP Rule 20, Interpleaders may be permitted to join as Plaintiffs, also designated “Co-Relators” hereinafter, because:

(1) Interpleaders assert rights to relief arising out of some of the same transactions and occurrences:  cf. 3 x Qui Tam supra;  and,
