Re:  Correspondence with Citizens Utilities

Dear Mr. Mitchell:

We are intellectual property counsel to Citizens Utilities (“Citizens”).  Citizens has asked us to write to you concerning your correspondence to it concerning alleged acts of “direct and indirect infringement of [your] exclusive copyrights in the book entitled ‘The Federal Zone: Cracking the Code of Internal Revenue.’”  Your correspondence requests that Citizens block access to certain materials which you claim to infringe your copyrights.   Citizens cannot comply with your demand.

First, your purported notice does not comply with 17 U.S.C. Section 512(c).  Second, it appears that the links you believe to lead to allegedly infringing material do not lead to any material whatsoever.  Consequently, there is no basis for your claim that Citizens either directly or indirectly infringes any alleged copyright you may hold in the work you have cited.  Citizens considers these unfounded allegations of copyright infringement to be harassing and vexatious.

Further correspondence concerning this topic appears to be unnecessary as your claim is without any factual basis, however, Citizens has requested that you direct any future correspondence concerning this matter directly to my attention.
