NOTICE

DEMAND
I hereby demand that you immediately cease and desist from any further attempts falsely to represent Network Solutions, Inc., or to transmit any further false and misleading representations of fact via fax or U.S. Mail, or to attempt any false and fraudulent “appearances” on behalf of anyone or anything else in State or federal courts, without first exhibiting proof that you have properly indorsed upon your license to practice law a certificate of your oath to support the Constitution of the United States and the Constitution of the State of California, and faithfully to discharge the duties of an attorney at law to the best of your knowledge and ability.
